Announcement follows:

The 39th Essex Summer School takes place between 8 July and 18 August 2006. The School consists of three two-week sessions. Each session offers a variety of courses. Courses run for either two weeks, one week, or over a weekend. Courses consist of at least one lecture and a practical session daily. Most courses deal with techniques of data collection, analysis, and model building. The Summer School also offers some courses on non-statistical but innovative approaches to social science. All Summer School instructors are experts in their field. 

Class numbers will be limited so that each participant can receive personal attention from Instructors. Intending participants should apply as soon as possible. Admission to the more advanced courses may require prior attendance at specified courses.

The Summer School places considerable importance on an adequate mathematical foundation for the conventional modes of statistical analysis in the social sciences. To this end, an intensive course on Mathematics for Social Scientists is offered throughout the School, which participants may (but need not) take, either in conjunction with other courses scheduled for that session or as a stand-alone course. The language of instruction is English. Participants must be fluent in spoken English.

Essex Summer School courses are intensive. Each requires a minimum of three and a half hours of formal contact as well as time for reading and additional practical work each day. Consequently participants should concentrate on one course per session if they want to obtain full benefit from their experience. This focus makes choosing the right course crucial. The course descriptions in this brochure will help you make that choice. 

Each description gives a brief overview of what the course will cover and suggests several readings that illustrate the course topic. If possible, look at these before making your final choice. 

Participants must have the background knowledge necessary to follow a course. The Instructors’ specifications of the prior knowledge expected of participants before they embark on a course appear at the end of the course descriptions for each session. Instructors will assume that everyone doing their course has that knowledge. The intensity of Summer School courses means that Instructors cannot remedy deficiencies in a participant’s background. If they tried, it would be at the expense of those participants who meet the course requirements. People without the required background should either choose a related but more introductory course offered by the Summer School, or they should undertake the work necessary to attain the required standard before coming to the Summer School. Instructors reserve the right to exclude a participant who does not have the required background. 

Anyone who is uncertain about whether a course is appropriate for their needs or their background should contact the Summer School for advice.
